PHRF Scoring: TIME ON TIME handicapping system will be used.

Trophies: Series trophies will be awarded at Encinal Yacht Club September 25" as follows: 1%, 2"* 3™ place in all
divisions with 6 or more boats. Divisions with less than 6 boats will be awarded 1% & 2™ place.

Results: After each race the race results will be posted in the EYC Bar no later than 90 minutes after the last boat
finishes.
