They are for the safety and 

enjoyment of the pool by all members. 

 

This month we are starting with a monthly review of the Stand-

ing Policies, to remind us of the rules.  Each month a couple 

of rules will be reviewed by the Board and then included in the 

Soundings.  The General Conduct Standing Policies are in-

cluded in this issue in addition to the Pool Standing Policies. 

 

We are planning on having a Special Memberõs Meeting on 

Saturday, August 27
th
 at 5 PM.  The purpose of this meeting is 

to make some changes requiring adjusting the By-Laws.  We 

want to adjust the date of the Annual meeting to allow flexibil-

ity to move away from the Thanksgiving holiday and possibly 

hold it on a week-end date so that more members will be 

able to attend the meeting.

General Conduct

when associating with Encinal Yacht Club members 

and staff either at the facility or while engaging in    

activities sponsored by the Club, when engaged in water 

associated activities or engaged in any other activity 

which would reflect on the Club and it membership.

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Standing Policies ð Pool, Locker 

Rooms, Showers and Sauna 

 

The Pool, Locker Rooms, Showers and Sauna are 

maintained for the use and enjoyment of members, 

their families and invited guests. 

Note:  Proper attire is required to be observed 

when in the Club.  Please refer to the Standing Poli-

cies ð General Conduct. 

 

Before entering inside the gated, fenced pool area: 

The rules posted in the pool area must be strictly enforced.  

Disciplinary action must, and will, be taken against viola-

tors.  This is necessary for the enjoyment and safety of all 

the users of the pool. 

A Club member or member of the family is responsible 

for, and must accompany a guest at the pool.  The number 

of guests is limited to two per member, unless prior ar-

rangements are made with the Club office. 

Scaling of gates and fences to gain entrance to the Pool is 

not permitted. 

Any person having an infectious or communicable disease 

is not allowed in the pool. 

DURING OFFICE OR BAR HOURS, BEFORE EN-

TERING INSIDE THE GATED, FENCED POOL AR-

EA, YOU MUST REGISTER AND OBTAIN A 

WRIST BAND FROM OFFICE ð NO EXCEPTIONS!  

There will be a charge for lost member bracelets. 

When in inside the gated, fenced pool area: 

The Pool inside the gated, fenced pool area is restricted to 

EYC Members and their accompanied guests. 

Children not qualified as òwater safeõ may not use the Pool 

nor be left at the Pool or its edge without active adult su-

pervision. 

Minors unaccompanied by an adult may not use the Pool 

during hours of darkness. 

Children under 14 must be accompanied by a designated 

adult over the age of 18. 

Non-swimmers are not allowed in the pool or pool steps 

unless accompanied by an adult. 

THERE IS NO LIFEGUARD ON DUTY.  The pool 

attendant, when present, is not a lifeguard.  SWIM AT 

YOUR OWN RISK. 

Be considerate of others.  SMOKING, RUNNING, DIV-

ING, HORSEPLAY, PETS, EXCESSIVE NOISE and 

VANDALISM ARE NOT PERMITTED in the Pool ar-

ea, Locker Rooms, Showers and Sauna. 

Appropriate swimming attire is required.  Rinse off dirt, 

sweat, etc., before entering the pool. 

Spitting, blowing the nose, or discharging bodily waste in 

the pool is strictly prohibited.  Young children must wear 

swim diapers, while in the pool. 

No outside food or beverages may be brought into the 

pool area when the bar, kitchen or dining room is open.  

When the bar, kitchen or dining room is not open the 

barbeque is available for use.  Barbeque utensils are availa-

ble for use and may be obtained from the office.  They will 

be signed for and must be returned to the office after they 

are no longer needed. 

Glassware and bottles are not allowed in the Pool area, 

Locker Rooms, Showers and Sauna. 

Respect Club property.  Keep the pool area clean.. Clear 

and clean tables and chairs, return Club toys to the toy 

box, return used barbeque utensils to the office and close 

your umbrellas when done you leave for the day.  If you 

are the last person to leave the pool itõs your responsibility 

to LOCK THE GATES upon exiting, no matter what time 

of the day or night. 

MANAGEMENT RESERVES THE RIGHT TO RE-

FUSE ADMITTANCE TO, OR EJECT FROM, THE 

POOL AREA, ANY PERSON(S) FAILING TO COM-

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First, I would like to thank and congratulate Vice 

Commodore Victor Early and all who helped in this 

yearõs Coastal Cup to Catalina Island.  Victor and 

team did an outstanding job running the race and 

fun was had by all.  Here is a race recap from Victor: 

òEncinal Yacht Club's Coastal Cup began with the slower 

fleets starting the morning of Wednesday June 15 sailing 

out the Golden Gate towards Santa Catalina Island. The 

fleets sailed out against a flood tide, making way along 

Baker Beach and Seal Rock with challenging currents and 

swirling conditions. Once out, NW winds built to 25-30 kts, 

seas were confused, and spinnakers were flying with varia-

ble success. Four boats including EYC member Steve Wa-

terloo's CAL40 would retire within the day, with problems 

ranging from torn kites to taking on water and an injured 

crewmember. Early in the race Tiburon and Shenanigans 

were leaders with the modified 11 Meter from Skiff Sailing 

close behind. Planing speeds up to 30 kts with the kite fly-

ing were reported. The larger and faster boats started the 

following morning, also against a flood with similar wind 

and seas on the outside. The larger fleet included Holua, a 

SC70, and O Canada, an Open 60, sailing with kites up and 

planing along at average speeds of 15-20 kts until winds 

lessened south of Point Conception.  

Steve Stroub's Tiburon, the SC37, was able to stay out and 

finish at the west end of Catalina before the winds shut 

down for the other boats early Friday morning, winning 

their class and overall on corrected time.  Brack Duker's 

Holua won her class and O Canada took line honors. EYC 

member Bob Gardiner in his Olson 40 won first EYC boat 

to finish.
